GENERAL CONDITIONS
This leasing agreement is subject to the charges and conditions provided overleaf and the following general conditions
	I – LEGAL REGIME OF THE LEASING AGREEMENT
This leasing agreement is entered into for a temporary or holiday residence. The premises may not be used as the main or second home. The Lessee may not practice any trading craft or professional activity in the leased premises.
Consequently, this Lease shall be governed by the provisions of the French Civil Code and the conditions provided herein.
II - TERM
This Lease shall cease by right without notice on the date of termination specified overleaf. It may not be extended without the prior written consent of the Lessor.
III – CONSTITUTION OF THE LEASING AGREEMENT
- RESERVATION BY THE LESSEE :
The Lessee shall make a reservation by signing and returning the lease to the Lessor, along with the rent specified overleaf.
The booking shall be deemed to be effective and firm after the total amount of the rent is received, no later than 21 days before the day of arrival of the Lessee.
- CONFIRMATION BY THE LESSOR OR A REPRESENTATIVE OF THE LESSOR
Within tend days of the receipt of the booking cheque, the Lessor or its representative shall :
   - either confirm the availability of the premises to the Lessee by post, thereby making the undertaking between the parties firm;
  - or return the rent paid in full to the Lessee, because the selected premises are not available for the desired period.
Upon an express request from the Lessee, the Lessor or its representative may retain the paid amount as rent for similar premises or another period. In this case, the terms of the new lease shall be submitted to the express approval of the Lessee immediately.
IV – CANCELLATION OF THE LEASE, where applicable :
The Lessee or the Lessor may withdraw from the Lease on the following terms :
 - the Lessee may give up any claim to the amount paid to the Lessor,
 - the Lessor may return twice the paid amount to the Lessee.
V – RENT - DEPOSIT
The amount of the rent and deposit has been specified overleaf.
Upon the Lessee’s arrival and the handing over of the keys, the Lessee shall pay the Lessor the amount specified overleaf as the deposit for any damage which could be sustained by furniture or other objects in the leased premises.

Any lost, broken or damaged object shall be replaced or refunded to the Lessor at its replacement value by the Lessee, which undertakes to comply with this condition.

The deposit shall be returned after the keys are returned to the Lessor, less any tenant’s repairs performed following the departure of the Lessee, no later than 15 days of such departure from the premises.

The return of the keys to the Lessor at the end of the Lease does not constitute a waiver by the Lessor of its claim to compensation for tenant’s repairs, providing the Lessor can prove that the Lessee is responsible for the damage.
VI - ACCOMODATION
In no event shall the premises rented hereunder be occupied by a larger number of people or by people other than those stated in the specific conditions without the prior consent of the Lessor.
Where applicable, the Lessor may claim additional rent or deny entry to the premises.

	VII - INSURANCE

The Lessee shall take out tenant’s third-party liability insurance with a well-known insurance company to cover the risk of theft, fire and water damage sustained by the rented premises and furniture, as well as any claims by neighbours. The Lessee shall provide evidence of the same to the Lessor as soon as the Lessor requires the Lessee to do so.
As a result, the Lessor disclaims all responsibility for any claims made by the Lessor’s insurance company against the Lessee in the event of a loss.
VIII – MAIN OBLIGATIONS OF THE LESSEE :
The Lessee shall :

1/ Occupy the premises privately and not practice any trade, profession or industry. The Lessee hereby recognises that the premises have been leased solely as a temporary and holiday home, a key condition without which this Lease would not have been granted. 
2/ Refrain from doing anything which could disturb the peace of the neighbourhood or other occupants, and ensure that the Lessee’s relations and friends refrain from such action.
3/ In the Lessee’s capacity as occupant, comply with the house rules of the building which will be supplied by the Lessor.

4/ Occupy the premises personally. In no event may the Lessee sub-let the premises, for a consideration or otherwise, or transfer the right to this Lease without the Lessor’s prior written consent.
5/ Not store furniture for any reason whatsoever. This undertaking does not apply to clothing, linen and other small objects.
6/ Not make any modification or change to the layout of the furniture and premises.
7/ Not introduce any pet (dogs, cats, etc.) in the leased premises without the Lessor’s prior permission. Such permission may be given on the condition that the animal does not damage the building or trouble the neighbourhood.
8/ Let any obviously urgent work which cannot be postponed be caused to be performed during the term of the Lease.
9/ Maintain the rented premises and return them in a proper state of cleanliness and repair at the end of the term of the Lease.
10/ Inform the Lessor immediately of any loss or deterioration which may have occurred in the rented premises, even if such loss or damage does not lead to any apparent damage.
11/ Be responsible for any damage or loss due to the Lessee or those in the Lessee’s home during the term of the Lease, unless the Lessee can prove that the damage or loss is not due to the Lessee or the other parties mentioned above.
12/ Give advance notice of the date and time of the Lessee’s arrival.
IX – MAIN OBLIGATIONS OF THE LESSOR :
The Lessor shall :

1/ Deliver the leased premises in a proper state of repair, along with the equipment mentioned in the Lease. Such equipment shall be in a good working condition.
2/ Assure at the Lessee that the Lessee will not be disturbed in the enjoyment of the leased premises, and guarantee that the premises do not have any defects which could lead to such disturbance.
3/ Maintain the premises in a condition which enables their intended use.
4/ Not cause any work to be performed on the leases premises during the term of the Lease, unless such work is obviously urgent. In no event shall the work give rise to any compensation for the nuisance sustained.
 5/ Submit the house rules of the building to the Lessee.
X - DOMICILE

For the purposes of this lease the parties shall be domiciled at their respective addresses as stated overleaf.
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	PRATICAL INFORMATION

	BOOKING :
The Lessee shall return this Lease to the Lessor, duly signed and accompanied by the amount of the rent.
ARRIVAL ARRANGEMENTS :

The Lessee shall give advance notice of the date and approximate time of the Lessee’s arrival.
DEPARTURE ARRANGEMENTS :

Unless otherwise agreed by the Lessor, the premises shall be vacated no later than as specified overleaf.

	INVENTORY OF FIXTURES AND FURNITURE :
The detailed inventory of fixtures shall be established jointly by the parties when the Lessee takes possession of and vacates the leased premises.
Where applicable, the Lessee shall have three days to dispute the inventory made upon the Lessee’s arrival or departure.

If no inventory is performed, the Lessee shall be deemed to have received the leased premises in a proper state of repair and shall return them in such a state, unless otherwise proved under article I°31 of the French Civil Code.
